Jaipur’s heritage sites, despite
being renowned globally, often lack dynamic
storytelling techniques or personal interactions that
could make the historical experiences more
meaningful.

A recent report by the Ministry of Tourism (2020) on
cultural tourism in India emphasizes the necessity of
creating "authentic" experiences that allow tourists to
immerse themselves in the local culture rather than just
viewing it from a distance. This call to action aligns
with the findings of McKercher and du Cros (2002),
who advocate for a more participatory approach to
tourism that actively involves visitors in the heritage
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they are exploring, thereby enriching their experience.
