and philosophical reflection. Singh (2022) 

investigates the complex ways Pritam reconfigures 

gender identity, particularly through her portrayal of 

characters who defy traditional roles. This study 

emphasizes her novel *Pinjar*, which personifies the 

traumatic legacy of Partition while also embodying a 

narrative of redemption through female solidarity and 

choice. Pandey (2023) expands this perspective by 

focusing on Pritam’s poetic oeuvre, noting how her 

poems articulate a nuanced feminine voice that 

blends pain with defiance. According to the analysis, 

her lyrical style reinforces emotional authenticity and 

aligns with a form of feminism grounded in personal 

truth and empathetic resistance. Arora (2023) 

explores how Pritam’s work constructs a feminist 

aesthetics rooted in Indian spirituality and folklore. 

Her synthesis of Sufi mysticism and romantic 

introspection renders her feminism inclusive, soulful, 

and transcultural. 

Analysis: Unveiling Positive Feminism in Selected 

Works 

To illustrate the presence of positive feminism in 

Amrita Pritam's literature, this section will analyze 

selected works, focusing on specific themes and 

character representations. 

(a) Agency and Self-Determination: 

Pritam's female characters are rarely passive victims. 

Even in novels like "Pinjar," where women face 

unimaginable trauma, they exhibit a remarkable 

degree of agency and self-determination. Puro, the 

protagonist of "Pinjar," initially succumbs to societal 

pressures and the violence inflicted upon her. 

However, she eventually chooses to defy her family 

and embrace her new identity, ultimately choosing to 

help other women in need rather than seeking 

revenge. This decision represents a powerful act of 

self-determination, demonstrating that even within 

the most oppressive circumstances, women can find 

the strength to make meaningful choices.  

In her poem "Ajj Akhaan Waris Shah Nu" (Today I 

Invoke Waris Shah), written in the aftermath of the 

Partition, Pritam uses the metaphor of the mythical 

lover Heer to lament the suffering of women during 

the violence. However, the poem is not merely a 

lament; it is also a call to action, urging the legendary 

poet Waris Shah to rise up and witness the plight of 

women, thereby implicitly empowering them to take 

control of their own narrative and demand justice. 

The act of invoking Waris Shah itself is an assertion 

of agency, as Pritam takes on the role of a 

spokesperson for the voiceless women of the 

Partition. 

(b) Resilience and Inner Strength: 

Pritam's characters often display extraordinary 

resilience in the face of adversity. In her novel 

"Raseedi Ticket" (The Revenue Stamp), an 

autobiographical account of her life, Pritam openly 

discusses her unconventional relationships and her 

defiance of societal norms. She faces criticism and 

judgment from those around her, but she remains true 

to herself and her values. Her unflinching honesty 

and her unwavering commitment to her craft serve as 

a testament to her inner strength and her ability to 

overcome adversity. Similarly, in her short stories, 

Pritam frequently portrays women who find strength 

in their vulnerability. They may be marginalized or 

oppressed, but they possess an inner resilience that 

allows them to survive and even thrive in the face of 

hardship. This resilience is not presented as a stoic 

acceptance of suffering, but rather as an active force 

that allows them to maintain their dignity and 

humanity in the face of dehumanization. 

(c) Female Solidarity and Support Networks: 

A key element of positive feminism in Pritam's work 

is the emphasis on female solidarity and the 

importance of support networks. Her female 

characters often find solace and strength in their 

relationships with other women, forming bonds that 

transcend societal barriers and providing a safe space 

for sharing experiences and offering mutual support. 

In "Pinjar," Puro's relationship with her friend 

Raashida becomes a source of strength and comfort 

during her captivity. Raashida, who also experiences 

her own trauma, offers Puro understanding and 

compassion, helping her to cope with her experiences 

and to find a sense of purpose in her life. This 

depiction of female friendship as a source of 

empowerment is a recurring theme in Pritam's work. 

Furthermore, Pritam often depicts women working 

together to challenge patriarchal norms and to create 

a more just and equitable society. This may involve 

small acts of resistance, such as sharing stories and 

offering encouragement, or it may involve more overt 

forms of activism, such as organizing protests or 

challenging discriminatory laws. In all cases, Pritam 
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emphasizes the importance of female solidarity as a 

crucial tool for achieving social change.
