Baghpat,Meerut,Ghaziabad,Shamli,and 

Muzaffarnagar.Despite its geogriaphical 

advantage,which Historically yielded high revenue 

under both the Delhi Sultnate and the Birtish 

Mahalwari system, the farmer community has 

consistently faced exploitation. 

1,2. Post independence Scenario and Social Shift, 

The Zamidari Abolition Act granted land rights,but 

the farmer’s economic condition remained fragile.A 

notable change after the 1990s was the limitation of 

farming to specific castes,causing a social imbalance 

and migration away from villages by others seeking 

non-agricultural business. 

1.3. The Crisis of Modern Farming, 

The shift from traditional/organic 

farming(before2010) to the current dependence on 

pesticides and hybrid seeds has created a severe 

crisis: 

1.Soil Degradation:Continious chemical use has 

depleted soil nutrients,leading to land barrenness and 

reduced capacity. 

2.Health crisis:Chemical residues have caused serious 

diseases,affecting over 70% of the farmer 

community. 

3.Debt Trap:Treatment costs contribute significantly 

to debt,with over 90% of farmers now debt-ridden. 

4.Low Income:The income of pure farmers is often 

below poverty with consumption expenditure falling 

below the world Bank standard of $3 per day. 

5.Legal Vulnereabiity:Farmer suffer exploitation due 

to legal ignorance and complexity in land holding 

divisions,necessitating unnecessary visits to Tehsil 

and Courts.

3.3.H1(Path to improvements): If farmers receive 

proper legal aid,organic farming training and 

economic support in their economic, legal,and social 

status is possible. 

3.2Research Methodology: *Method,Quantative and 

Qualitative research method. 

*Data: Primarily based on primary data,with partial 

use of Secondary data. 

*Sample size: More than 300 pure farmers. 

*Sampling: Probability sampling (Stratified 

sampling), the population will be divided into 50 

strata(villages), and the sampling unit will be 

Khatouni holders. 

3.3. Data collection Systems:Primary Data Sources 

(2017-2025): Field survey, in-depth interview using a 

structured questionaries,and analysis of Tehsil-level 

documents (income certificates, property dispute 

records) accessed during the researcher’s professional 

work as a lekhpal. 

*Secondary Data Sources: Tehsil records, District 

Gazetteers (Merrut, Sharanpur, Baghpat, 

Muzaffarnagar) , and academic literature.
